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START by removing the lower hull (1). Score, fold, and secure into shape with glue at the tabs. The upper tabs fold outward. Next remove the upper hull (2). Remove the small circle near the middle for the turret ring. Score, fold, and secure into shape with glue at the tabs. Carefully insert the upper hull lower edges into the lower hull and secure into place with glue at the tabs and edges. Now remove the side fenders (10R, 10L). Score, fold, and secure into shape with glue at the tabs and edges. Glue these two fenders to the outward facing tabs at the top of the lower hull sides and the edges of the hull. Next remove the forward storage boxes (3R, 3L). Score, fold into shape, and secure into position at the front sides of the hull superstructure with glue at the tabs and edges. Now remove the small rectangular details (4R, 4L). Glue into position at the rear corners of the engine deck, over the corresponding white spaces. Next remove the rear fender boxes (5R, 5L). Score, fold, and secure into shape with glue at the tabs. Secure into position at the rear sides of the engine deck, over the corresponding white areas. The rear panels should extend slightly toward the middle of the engine deck’s rear edge. Next remove the rear over-hang (6). Score, curve the rear surface to match the edges, and secure into shape with glue at the tabs. Secure into position at the rear of the engine deck with glue at the edges. Now remove the driver’s box (7). Score, fold, and secure into shape with glue at the tabs. Secure into position over the white area at the front of the upper hull superstructure with glue at the tabs and edges. Next remove the driver’s vision plate (8). Glue into position over the white area at the front of the driver’s box. Now remove the front driving light (9). Score, fold, and secure into shape with glue at the tabs. Secure into position at the front edge of the hull, over the corresponding white area. SEE FIGURE 1.
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Next it is time for the sprockets and wheels/tracks. These will be completed one side at a time. First remove the front and rear sprockets for one side. Take a sprocket and roll over a curved surface and fashion into a circular hoop with glue at the tab. Fold over the circular sides and secure into position with glue at the edges. Repeat this process for the other sprocket for that side. Attach the finished sprockets for that side into position on the front and rear corners of the hull side with glue. Now remove four of the road-wheels. Fashion these in the same manner as the sprockets and glue into position along the lower edge of the hull, over the corresponding semi-circular white areas.  Next remove a length of lower track (X). Slightly curve one end and with the ink side UP, attach to the front sprocket with glue. Trail the remainder of the track length towards the rear, attaching to the bottom of the road-wheels with small amounts of glue. Check for length and trim off any excess before curving and attaching to the rear sprocket with glue. Now remove a length of upper track (Z). Starting at the front, with the ink side OUT, glue into position over the forward white areas of the lower tracks. Carefully feed the length of upper track back towards the rear of the vehicle. The upper tracks should “sag” or bend down onto the top of at least three of the road-wheels where they should be secure with small amounts of glue. Feed the end of the track length around the rear sprocket and secure with glue over the white areas of the lower track at the rear. Trim any excess away as needed. Repeat this process for the other side of the vehicle. SEE FIGURE 2. 
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Next remove the turret (11). Remove any white hatch areas you may want open in the turret roof.  Score, fold, and secure into shape with glue at the tabs. Now remove the grey “turret ring”. Roll into a cylinder and test for fit in the circular opening of the hull superstructure. Once sized, secure into shape with glue. Carefully align the turret ring and attach into position to the inner surface of the turret roof with glue. Double check for positioning before allowing to dry into place securely. Next remove the detail strip (12) and secure into position over the thin white line on the turret roof, between the circular and square hatches. Now remove the armored site flap (13). Secure into position over the corresponding white area at the front left if the turret. Next remove the commander’s cupola (14). If you desire this hatch open, you will have to carefully trim out the semi-circular halves. Roll the sides into a circular hoop and secure with glue at the tab. 
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Fold over the circular top and secure with glue at the edges. Secure into place over the open or white circular area on the left side of the turret roof with the seam at the rear. If to be modeled with the hatch open, carefully fold over the semi-circular hatch halves to the sides and attach the inner surfaces (14A) with glue. Now remove the vision ports for the commander’s cupola (15). The square one in the middle should be attached with glue to the front of the circular surface. One of the remaining two should be attached to the left side and the last attached to the rear, over the seam, with glue. Next remove the forward turret strip (16) and secure into position over the white area at the lower front edge of the turret. Now remove the forward turret box (17). Score, fold, and secure into shape with glue at the tabs. Secure into position over the forward turret strip at the lower front edge of the turret, slightly off-set to the right. Next remove the cannon mantle (18). Pierce a hole in the center for one end of the main gun. Curve the forward middle surface slightly and fold over the semi-circular sides. Secure into shape with glue at the tabs and edges. Attach into position over the remaining rectangular white area at the front of the turret with the main gun slightly off-set to the right. Now remove the co-axial M/G mount (19). Carefully curve into a hoop and secure into shape with glue at the small tab. Attach into position onto the cannon mantle over the small white circle to the right of the main gun with glue at the edges. The seam should be near the bottom. Carefully pierce a small hole into the M/G mount end (20). Remove the part and secure into position over the open end of the M/G mount with glue at the edges. Insert a short length of thin wood or wire through the piercing for the M/G barrel and secure into place with glue.  Next trim some wood or paper-clip wire to a length of  7/8 inch (22.5mm) as the main cannon barrel and insert into the remaining piercing in the cannon mantle. Secure into position with glue.  Take a thin (1/16 inch or 1.7mm) strip of masking tape and wrap it around the muzzle end of the barrel. Now remove the rectangular loader’s hatch (21). Attach into position over the white rectangular area on the turret roof to the right of the commander’s cupola with glue. If this hatch is to be open, cut this part in half, add the provided inner surfaces (21A), and glue into position with the panels open fore and aft. Next remove the radio aerial angled bracket (22). The lower angled section is double-sided and should be scored, doubled over, and secured flat with glue. Fold into two parts of a triangle, the double-sided section as the hypotenuse, and secure to the center rear upper edge of the turret with glue at the edges. Now remove the base for the radio aerial (23).
 Roll into a small loop and secure into shape with glue at the tab. Secure into position over the white circle on the upper horizontal surface of the radio aerial bracket with glue at the edges. Apply a small amount of glue into the top opening of the aerial base and insert a short length (3/4 inch or 19mm) of floral wire for the aerial. Check for proper alignment before allowing to dry completely. Next remove the front surface of the turret spot-light (24) and the rear section (25). Form the rear section into a shallow circular cone and secure into shape with glue at the tab. Attach the circular front lens over the front opening of the rear with glue at the edges. Secure the finished turret spot-light to the right edge of the commander’s cupola. SEE FIGURE 3.
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Now remove the exhaust pipes (26R, 26L). Roll the narrow ends over a small curved surface to form a long, thin tube. Secure into shape with glue at the tabs. Carefully form the flared sections so they have an elongated oval shape to the end and secure into shape with glue. Crimp and bend these exhaust pipes into opposite 90 degree angles and secure the thinner “pipe” ends under the rear over over-hang edges with glue. SEE FIGURE 4.
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Finally, color any visible white edges or areas with the appropriate color of paint. Also color any gun barrels and the radio aerial as needed. Enjoy!
